Executive Council Meeting

5/15/08

CALL TO ORDER:

Crisanne opened the meeting at 9:45am and did introductions and provided housekeeping information about refreshments and rest room facilities. 

Crisanne asked for approval of the 2/28/08 Minutes. Secretary was advised to add Stacie Eglund and Melinda Dunnick as present on that date.
Treasurer’s Report: Ryan West distributed copies of the Treasurer’s Report which will be kept with the written minutes. He advised that the OASFAA fiscal year would end on 5/31/08 and asked for all remaining expenses to be submitted to meet this deadline.

A motion was made by Katy Wilson to accept the Treasurer’s Report. Motion was seconded by Dick Heath and the motion carried.

Old Business: Leslie is preparing a survey of the membership and sought input for additional questions and ideas of what to include. Pat advised that he would need input from Leslie by May 21st so the rest of us that have suggestions need to get them to Leslie.
Segmental Reports:

Annie is looking for volunteers for the Conference Committee but no responses yet. Ryan suggested contacting the Art Institute.

Deanna – There are various issues going on in the OUS system. Leslie indicated that Jeff Baker gave an update at WASFAA about entrance counseling, etc.

Crisanne announced that Phillip Rogers will not be continuing as Co-Chair of Training and asked Pat to remove his name from the web site for that position.

New Business: Reports: 
Ryan reported that our income has been reduced but there is a surplus left from 2007-08. Our strategy could be changing on how lenders can help us financially. We will possibly increase fees for all training sessions or determine if OAFSAA can pick up the burden. Susan asked why the Legislative Committee was not included and Ryan said it would be on an “as needed” basis because there has been no prior history. Ryan explained that the Treasurer’s computer is from 2002 and they are looking at purchasing a new one and including 3 log-in’s.
Donna moved to accept the report. Deanna seconded and the motion carried.

Ryan submitted proposed changes to the Policy & Procedures Manual which are appended to the paper copy of these minutes.

Kevin moved to accept the changes with Donna’s change to Section 4.9.1. Deanna seconded and the motion carried.

Leslie will send out information on what may need to be reviewed for updating of the Policy and Procedures Manual.

Crisanne asked if anyone had anything to report regarding the governor’s endorsement of Ben Kaplan’s “City of College Dreams” event scheduled for November 9th. Jane indicated no one in OUS is supporting it. Crisanne said it is also not supported by Linfield’s administration and Susan said private Financial Aid counselors do not like it either. Deanna said they solicit you to buy a table for the event and then they coach you on what to say. Crisanne wondered if there is a way to insure the governor would check with our organization before endorsing an event such as this. Pat will check whether ATAC is selling our mailing list.

College Goal Sunday: 
Abril asked what others do with this program. Leslie said that Idaho and Alaska dropped their participation when the grant ran out. Anna indicated the Oregon plan is in the 3rd year of a 3 year grant. She also indicated that NELA wrote the grant and they administer the program. Leslie pointed out that OASFAA’s mission statement is to support members of the financial aid community, not to perform Outreach activities. She would recommend that we partner without a financial commitment. A general discussion ensued without a clear consensus. Dick recommended that Crisanne draft a counter-proposal to the letter from Jennifer Satalino and solicit an e-mail vote from the Executive Council. Crisanne agreed to do so.
Crisanne affirmed that Abril can continue on the Development Committee per the terms of OASFAA’s rules regarding Affiliate Membership (2.1.1.2 through 2.1.3.2).

Meeting was recessed from 11:05 to 11:18am.

Annual Conference:

Melinda reported that the committee has not met yet but she did report on her membership and asked for approval for their inclusion. List is attached to the paper copy of the minutes.

Ryan moved to accept all of the members. Katy seconded. Motion passed.
Archives:
Ryan reported that he has OASFAA 40th Anniversary sweat shirts left from the Annual Conference. See the Archives portion of the web site for a listing of sizes available.

Development:
Corporate donors can underwrite the cost of meals at any OASFAA training event. Suggested minimum donations range from $250 to $800 based on the event. Newsletter and Web banner advertising opportunities previously reserved for corporate donors have been opened up to industry partners.

Donna is working on possible candidates.

Legislative:

Effective 71/08 there increases in the amount of Unsubsidized loans authorized as well as the aggregate limits. There are also some potential changes to ACG and Smart but they are going to be subject to rule-making. We can expect to have to make more reports to the Feds on college costs.

Sam Collie is to be the Keynote Speaker. Ryan is to check on the acceptance of donations. Jennifer asked for approval of Suzie Peterson to join the committee. Leslie moved and Deanna seconded. Motion passed. Jennifer asked for volunteers and/or suggestions for presenters.

Fayne asked for approval of committee members. Donna moved and Leslie seconded. Motion passed. Workshop will be Friday, November 7, 2008 from 9am to 4pm at Clackamas Community College, Wilsonville Campus. They are hoping to ask President Frohnmeyer of the University of Oregon as a guest speaker.

Kent reported no issues other than a dwindling supply of vendors. He wondered if we should open it up to other sources. A general discussion ensued but nothing was resolved.
